It is easy to be caught up 
by the moment and forget you walk in traffic of people, bicycles, and motorized vehicles. Perhaps you 
may need to cross a busy street. Or feel the urge to stop in a busy sidewalk. Be aware of your own safety 
as well as those around you.

Stay safe, dress appropriately for the weather and stay hydrated, I hope you broought an extra memory 
card and battery for your camera.
